MINUTES OF THE COUNCIL MEETING
JULY 7, 2014

The City Council of the City of Brewton, Alabama met in regular session at the Municipal Complex in said City
on Monday evening, July 7, 2014 at 4:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Yank Lovelace, who presided
as Chairman of the meeting. A Workshop was held in the afternoon at 3:30 P.M. with the Finance Committee, that being
Councilmen Barton and Cotten, as well as City Clerk John Angel, concerning the FY2015 Annual Budget. Councilman
Poole also attended.

Councilman Barton then led the City Council and guests in the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Councilman Watson asked that the Invocation be carried over to the next Regular Meeting on Monday, July 28,
2014 and it was so noted.

At roll call, the following persons were found to be present: Councilmen Pat Poole, Frank Cotten, Joe Watson,
Fred Barton and Mayor Yank Lovelace. Absent was Councilman Bill Littles.

John F. P. Angel, City Clerk, was also present and acted as clerk of the meeting. A quorum being present, Mayor
Lovelace announced that the meeting was open for transaction of business.

When Mayor Lovelace asked if there were any corrections to the minutes of June 23, 2014, there were none
mentioned. As there was no discussion or changes to the minutes, Mayor Lovelace then asked if the Council would
accept the June 23, 2014 minutes as presented.

A motion was made by Councilman Watson and seconded by Councilman Barton to approve the minutes of the
last Council Meeting as presented. Passed Una.

Mayor Lovelace then welcomed a number of visitors that were in the audience, especially a representative from
the Sherwin Williams Paint Store. They came to the City with an offer to donate around 100 gallons of stain to restain
the elevated walkway from Jennings Park to O’Bannon Park. Barry Brown Painting donated their time and personnel to
do the work and the Mayor showed the City’s appreciation for their time and effort. Photos were then taken in front of
the podium.

The Mayor then asked if the Council Meeting Agenda presented by the Clerk required any additions or deletions.
As there were no items added or deleted, nor any discussion about the Agenda, a vote to approve the Agenda, as
presented, was taken. Passed Una.

There were no items noted under Old Business.
The first item under New Business was approval of the City July 2014 Accounts Payable.

A motion was made by Councilman Poole and seconded by Councilman Barton to approve the City July 2014
Accounts Payable as presented. Passed Una.

City Clerk John Angel then took the floor with a cemetery Ordinance Amendment concerning cemetery
perpetual care. This has been in effect at the cemetery for many years, but a question came up as to what ‘perpetual care’
means, i.e., grounds keeping (mowing and weed eating) and/or monument maintenance. This document was written to
clarify that grounds keeping is the basic intent at the cemetery, as monuments are generally private property.

Mayor Lovelace added that, since the cemetery is getting older, the families do, too. There are cases where
gravesites now no longer have family members close by, for whatever reason, who could at least visit and do minimal
maintenance to the markers. This Amendment would allow the City to, at least, keep the gravesites presentable, as well
as give some definition to the ‘perpetual care’ idea. The following was then presented (date added for clarity).

ORDINANCE NO. 14-0707

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ARTICLE Il, SECTION 6-32,
USE OF CEMETERY TRUST FUND,
OF THE BREWTON CODE OF ORDINANCES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BREWTON, ALABAMA, that Article
I1, Section 6-32, of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended so that the same shall now read as follows:

ARTICLE Il. FEES, CHARGES, FINANCES
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Sec. 6-32. Use of cemetery trust fund.



All of the money in the cemetery trust fund shall be held, managed and invested by the city council and used for
perpetual care and capital improvements of the city cemetery and for no other purposes. The term perpetual care shall
mean the cutting of grass upon the lots or gravesites at reasonable intervals, and the performing of such other work as
may be necessary, within the sole discretion of the city, to keep any lot or gravesite in good condition and appearance.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its adoption and publication as required by law.

The motion passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Councilman Watson and seconded by Councilman Barton to Approve Cemetery
Amendment Ordinance No. 14-0707 as recommended. The following vote was taken.

YEAS: Councilmen Poole, Cotten, Watson, Barton

NAYS: None

The motion passed by majority.

A lease amendment to Low Country Adventures to expand their operations into a larger part of O’Bannon Park
was carried over by City Clerk John Angel pending receipt of further documentation.

That was the last item under Old Business.

There were no Announcements.

There was one (1) Comment, that being from the Reverend H. K. Matthews, who handed out a written response
as to ALDOT’s opinion of the intersection of SR 41 and Underwood Street, which is very dangerous. ALDOT has stated
that the traffic volume does not meet the requirements under the guidelines of the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control
Devices (MUTCD) and they will not allow the City to emplace STOP signs on a State road. They will, however, allow
the City to put up a new traffic signal, at cost, with 100% funding by the City.

Mayor Lovelace stated that this would be researched.

There being neither any further comments from the floor nor any further business to come before the Council,
the meeting was then adjourned.
